Set in the small village of Neive in Piemonte, an old craftsman devoted his life to the art of 

grappa distillation. Romano took over his parents distillery when they were tragically 

killed in an Allied air raid…at the age of 16. Using the same Alembic still from the 1940s, 

heated by blocks of dried grape pomace, he distilled his grappa only once.  �e result? A 

unique, �ery and aromatic spirit; truly rustic and �ercely artisanal. Each label is hand 

painted, inspired by the women who would harvest grapes or herbs found in the vineyard 

sites. �ese grappas are rarely found, and always coveted. Practically the only method to 

acquire even the smallest quantity was to knock on his door yourself!  Romano passed away 

in May of 2008. What remain of his grappas are true treasures of Piemonte.
